 Wind Energy Forum 

The XI
th
 edition of the Wind Energy Forum dedicated to the 

„Energy Law vs. Directive 28/2009/EC – is the amendment to 

the Energy Law compatible with the new RES promotion 

Directive?” was held in Warsaw on 24 November. Once again 

the Forum attracted significant attention, with almost 300 

participants willing to actively participate in a discussion on solutions to the problems 

hindering wind power development in Poland. 

The meeting started with a joint presentation by PWEA President, Mr. Jarosław 

Mroczek and PWEA Vice-President, Mr. Krzysztof Prasałek. The speakers focused on 

two issues: 

•          The possibility to fulfil the commitment of 15% share of RES energy in primary 

energy by 2020; 

•          The amendments to the national law to implement Directive 28/2009/EC. 

 

An analysis of tasks required to implement the Directive by 5 December 2010 

demonstrated a significant threat of failure to meet the obligation in due time. The need 

to amend at least ten acts requires immediate and decisive action by the Government 

and the Parliament. To streamline realisation of the tasks the speakers proposed to 

appoint a RES Coordinator. After the presentation by PWEA representatives the floor 

was taken by Deputy Chairman of the Sejm’s Economy Committee, Mr. Andrzej 

Czerwiński, MP. He encouraged representatives of the wind power sector to jointly 

work on the necessary amendments to legal regulations. Furthermore, he declared to 

commence works on yet another amendments to the Energy Law to implement the 

Directive 28/2009/EC, to start immediately after adoption of the current draft 

amendment. The second part of the Forum was an open discussion between participants 

and representative of Ministry of Economy, Director Tomasz Dąbrowski, and Mr. 

Andrzej Czerwiński, MP. A discussion concerning the stability of the RES support 

scheme was very hot. Representatives of the wind power sector emphasized the 

importance of the support scheme’s stability for investment decisions. In reply MP 

Czerwiński declared the will to maintain long-term legal solutions in the area. 
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PWEA believes that the dialogue between representatives of the wind power sector and the 

Polish Government and Parliament will contribute to quick removal of barriers hindering 

development of the industry.

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PWEA ACTIVITIES 

PWEA position on the amendment to the Regulation concerning the possibility to use 

cereal for energy purposes 

In accordance with PWEA the most important flaw of this solution is that the legislator 

significantly changes (deteriorates) the principles of the support scheme for newly built and 

existing RES-E sources. Although accounting energy produced by co-firing cereal for energy 

from RES will lead to an increase in the degree of meeting the obligation to acquire and present 

certificates of origin for cancellation imposed on power utilities, but by promoting obsolete, 

ineffective technology without development perspectives. The proposed solution is temporary 

only; it does not change the obsolete character of the Polish power sector. It distorts market 

development by hindering development of modern RES-E technologies, in particular wind 

power. 

The proposed draft regulation in the part applicable to co-firing is incompatible with the 

provisions of the new Directive 2009/28/EC on the promotion of energy produced from RES 

concerning biomass. In accordance with Article 13(6) of the Directive, “In the case of biomass, 

member States shall promote conversion technologies that achieve a conversion efficiency of at 

least 85% for residential and commercial applications and at least 70% for industrial 

applications”, whereas the conversion efficiency of industrial installations producing energy 

from biomass co-firing is estimated at 30 – 35%.  

A disputable statement made by the authors of the regulation is to be found in the rationale to 

the draft. It states that “biomass is the most important of renewable energy sources, having the 

highest development potential”, whereas the analyses carried out by the Institute for Renewable 

Energy in collaboration with the Institute for Eco-Development demonstrate that it is wind 

power which has the highest potential. Reports available on the market forecast that wind power 

is capable of contributing to significant capacity increase in a relatively short time, what would 

allow for effective realization of our country’s commitment under the Directive of the European 

Parliament and of the Council 2009/28/EC.   

Apart from the arguments presented above, one also has to emphasize the danger of the effects 

of the Ministry’s proposals on excessive demand for low-quality cereal. Furthermore, lack of 

supervision on the part of the market by the Energy Regulatory Office is worrying, as this may 

lead to abuse related to burning wholesome cereal, eventually leading to an increase in market 

prices for cereal.

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Works in the Sejm’s Committees on the amendment to the Energy Law have ended 

On 18 November 18 the Sejm’s Economy Committee accepted the Extraordinary Sub-

Committee’s for the works on the governmental draft amendment to the Energy Law report. The 

draft Energy Law will now be subjected to the Speaker of the Sejm as the position of the 

Economy Committee and further to a second reading to the Sejm. Further amendments could be 

introduced during the second reading.  

PWEA representatives participated in all sessions of the committee, submitted proposals of 

modifications to the amendment aimed at eliminating the most significant fears of the wind 

power industry during the discussion.

The National Regional Development Strategy is being developed 

 

The Ministry for Regional Development together with representatives of regional authorities as 

well as the scientific sector and practitioners commenced works on the draft National Regional 

Development Strategy 2010-2020: Regions, Cities, Rural Areas (NRSD). The public debate 

lasted until 30 October, comprising of inter alia 16 regional provincial meetings. The document 

was also subjected to ex-ante assessment. Furthermore, an environmental impact assessment and 

an assessment of macroeconomic effects are to be developed. Proposals of amendments to the 

document could have been submitted as remarks by 6 November. PWEA sent its position, 

demanding inclusion of the provinces’ development potential in terms of RES use, in particular 

wind power, in the NRSD. The results of the public debate will be the basis for the development 

of a final version of the National Regional Development Strategy 2010-2020: Regions, Cities, 

Rural Areas, which will be subjected to the Council of Ministers for assessment in the IV
th
 

quarter of 2009.

LAW and POLICY 

A new list of areas protected under the Natura 2000 ecological network 

On 28 October the Council of Ministers adopted an updated list of Natura 2000 areas. In 

accordance therewith, this form of nature conservation currently applies to 142 Special Bird 

Protection Areas (subject to the Birds Directive) and 817 Special Areas of Habitats 

Conservation (subject to the Habitats Directive). In total, Natura 2000 areas occupy 21% of the 

country’s area. Supplementing the list of Natura 2000 protected areas Poland fulfilled the EU-

imposed obligation to establish a Natura 2000 network in Poland. Knowledge of areas protected 

under the European Natura 2000 Ecological Network is to aid investors in selecting areas for 

implementation of their projects. The documents approved by the Council of Ministers will be 

notified to the European Commission.

On 9 November the Council of Ministers Regulation of 20 October 2009 on the types of 

programmes and projects to be implemented under the National Green Investments Scheme has 

been published in the Journal of Laws of 9 November (2009.187.1445). The regulation is to 

become effective on 24 November 2009. The legal basis for the regulation is the Greenhouse 

Gas and Other Substances Emissions Management Act of 17 July 2009.

The Senate’s position on renewable energy 

A position of the National Economy Committee of the Senate of the Republic of Poland of 15 

October 2009 concerning renewable energy was published on the Senate’s website. 

The Committee in its position states that the existing barriers to development of the RES market 

may significantly hinder realization of the targets for the use of energy produced from 

renewable sources stemming from national and EU requirements. Furthermore, the Committee 

states that the primary barrier to RES development is the poor condition of power grids limiting 

their transmission capacity. Among other barriers the Committee deemed justified to mention 

lack of stability of support schemes for renewables, lack of spatial development plans in 

communes and lack of communal energy supply plans.  

The National Economy Committee in its position addresses the Government of the Republic of 

Poland to take action to remove barriers hindering development of the renewables market. The 

Committee in particular states that the current amendment to the Energy Law may be an 

opportunity to do so.

The National Fund for Environmental Protection and Water Management announces a 

II
nd

 application round for RES support 

The National Fund for Environmental Protection and Water Management has announced a II
nd

 

application round for RES support pursuant to a competition procedure – the II
nd

 competition for 

applications for co-financing of projects under the “Programme for renewable energy sources 

and highly efficient cogeneration projects – Part 1)”. 

In the 2010 competition the amount of funds allocated to co-financing projects is 500 million 

PLN, of which for projects related to the construction of wind farms with electrical capacity 

below 10MWe: 125 million PLN. 

The applications may be filed from 1 January 2010 to 31 January 2010, 1500 hours.

Record-breaking wind energy production in Spain 

Spanish wind turbines just broke an efficiency record – on Sunday they produced enough energy 

to supply half of the country. More than 16 thousand wind turbines fed almost 11.5 gigawatts of 

energy on the Sunday morning. Experts estimate that as much as 11 nuclear power plants would 

be needed to produce that amount of energy, which sufficed for 54 percent of Spanish 

households. Not to mention that wind turbines, although broke the record, operated at only two-

thirds of their capacity. 

Extraordinary efficiency is the result of a very strong wind that during the weekend was blowing 

over the entire Iberian Peninsula. Just a couple of years ago hardly anyone believed that one 

could achieve so much. It was said that if wind energy’s share in electricity production will 

exceed 14 percent the grid will collapse, leading to a blackout – said José Donoso, President of 

the Spanish Wind Energy Association in an interview for "El Pais". 

Today there are 500 companies producing and servicing wind turbines in the entire country, 

employing 30 thousand people. And this is just a beginning, for today wind turbines cover on 

average one tenth of electricity demand. The government intends to triple the result over the 

next 20 years, to make all autonomic regions run on “green electricity".

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The first German offshore wind farm 

 

After seven months of construction the first German offshore wind farm was commissioned in 

the North Sea. The 250 million euro investment is a joint project of 3 power utilities: EWE, 

E.On i Vattenfall. 

"Alfa ventus", the first offshore wind farm in Germany, will annually produce energy sufficient 

to supply 50 000 households. Twelve wind turbines with a height of 155 metres are located 45 

km to the north from Borkum at a depth of 30 metres. They are invisible form the land. 

The construction of the „Alfa ventus” wind farm was much more complicate than in the case of 

other offshore wind farms outside Germany. Two types of German wind turbines were erected 

on two types of foundations, built to different designs. During the summer, when the works 

were most intense, the project involved 350 people and 25 various vessels. 

Six out of twelve wind turbines in the North Sea produced approximately 13 million kilowatt-

hours of electricity during tests lasting from August. The electricity was fed into the German 

power grid. Other wind turbines will be gradually commissioned over the coming weeks.

TECHNOLOGY 

Energy City Frederikshavn 

As the first city in the world will Frederikshavn in 2015 have shifted their energy to be based on 

100% renewable energy. The most remarkable is perhaps that Frederikshavn also include 

transportation in this calculation.The idea for Energy city Frederikshavn was born at Energy 

Camp 2006, where Denmark's leading experts in the energy sector came together to inspire each 

other to innovate in making Denmark a leader in renewable energy. Frederikshavn was selected 

because it is a city of a certain size (around 25,000 inhabitants) and the city should show that it 

was possible to convert the energy to 100% renewable energy in a few years. In year 2009 24% 

of the energy supply in Frederikshavn comes from renewable energy, but in 2010 it will be 40%. 

To achieve the 100% in year 2015 Frederikshavn will focus on several different sources of 

energy that can complement each other. 

 

The energy sources are: waste, manure, straw, wind and sun.In year 2015, energy is distributed 

as follows: 

- 34% waste (a doubling of current capacity) 

- 30% wind power (equivalent to 35 large wind turbines) 

- 28% slurry (equivalent to 200,000 tonnes) 

- 6% straw (equivalent to 10,000 tons) 

- 2% solar energy (equivalent to 27,500 square meter solar heating) 

 

The electricity will come from wind turbines and the heat from extra district heating and 

installation of several heat pumps and solar heating plants, and an emphasis on biomass. 

Transport is traditionally the most difficult point to get diverted to renewable energy and 

Frederikshavn is working with both electricity, biogas, fuel cells and especially bio methanol. 

Therefore, Frederikshavn municipality has build Denmark's first bio methanol plant where bio 

methanol is made of waste, straw and manure. The total investment for achieving the target is 

estimated to be approximately 1 billion Danish kroner
